Did you know that students and parents must file the FAFSA 
each and every year?  Apply for your FAFSA PIN numbers at 
www.pin.ed.gov.  
 
A PIN (Personal Identification Number) is a four-digit number 
that acts as your electronic signature when submitting the 
FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) online. Both 
the parent and student will need to apply for a PIN, but you 
only need to apply once. Your PIN can be sent to you within a 
week via email or up to four weeks to your home address.  
 
You can complete the FAFSA for the 2012-13 academic year 
beginning January 1, 2012. We recommend you file the FAFSA 
by March 1.
